3- Scott Bergen, a landscape ecologist, released a survey in 2007 that found two-thirds of 

the wor1d's polar bears could go extinct by 2050. Bergen noted that saving the polar bear 

will depend on international cooperation. Permanent sea-ice habitat is likely to remain in 

areas outside of the U.S., particular1y in Canada and Greenland. Scientists view these 

areas as refuges that could allow polar bear to survive and repopulate the Arctic if 

temperatures decrease and sea ice returns."lf you take a long-term view--meaning a 

hundred-year view into the future," he said, "polar bears' existence is not necessarily totally 

dependent on what happens in the United States."
